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Welcome to the United States Specialty Sports Association!   
 
The United States Specialty Sports Association is not a regional organization in two, five or even 
twenty-five states; USSSA is the only multi-nation amateur athletic association that offers twelve 
different sports to over 300,000 teams encompassing 3.9 million athletes in the United States, 
Canada, Mexico, and Puerto Rico.  USSSA Baseball, the absolute hottest in the country, boasts a 
contingent of 50,000+ teams in 50 states and three foreign countries with true World Series 
Championships in more than 50 ages and classifications of play.   
 
I know what you’re thinking…USSSA, that’s travel ball…and you’re right, almost!  Travel baseball is 
where we began but eight years ago USSSA also started a league program like no other available, a 
league program that is the fastest growing in the world.  The USSSA motto, “More Kids Playing More 
Baseball”, is a way of thinking.

In case you’ve never played in the USSSA program before, the contents of this manual will prove 
invaluable.  Enclosed is the basic information , you as a team manager will need to advance from 
opening day, through league play to the Area Tournaments  and on into the post-season Sub State 
Tournaments, State Championship and World Series including how to prepare your roster on-line via 
the internet (an eligibility requirement for every team) in the USSSA.com web site system. 
 
There are TWO very important items you must remember  about the USSSA.com web site system:   
 

1. Every team has a nine (9) digit Team Registration Number and it changes every year. 
2. Every manager has a six or seven (6 or 7) digit Login ID & Password which stays the same 

year after year as long as your email address stays the same. 
 
The Team Registration Number uniquely identifies your team with USSSA and the Login ID & 
Password allows you to access the USSSA.com system for administrative purposes such as creating 
your team, completing your roster and voting in the coaches poll to name a few. 
 
There are also TWO very important web addresses you must remember : 
 

1. USSSA National web site: www.usssa.com  
2. Georgia USSSA Baseball state web site: www.gausssabaseball.com  

 
The National web site is where you will manage your team on-line and the Georgia USSSA Baseball 
state web site is where you’ll find up to date information on qualifying tournaments , post-season play 
and any thing else to do with USSSA Baseball in Georgia.

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LEAGUE & POST-SEASON FORMAT INFORMATION  
 

REGULAR SEASON 
1. Leagues will play their regular season according to established local rules.  All league games 

must be finished by JUNE 6TH. 
2. Teams may choose to play additional games outside their league providing local rules allow in 

USSSA Qualifying Tournaments.  These Tournaments are played every weekend throughout 
Georgia during the months of February – November . 

3. In late May, ALL  teams in your league advance to the Area Tournaments, regardless of season 
record. 

 
 
AREA TOURNAMENTS  
1. There is NO TEAM ENTRY FEE for Area Tournaments.  
2. Area Tournaments offer two separate divisions; one for A-Recreation teams and another for AA 

teams.  AAA & Major classified teams are prohibited from participating.  
3. Area Tournaments are hosted at all league parks.  Various ages and classifications are played at 

a variety of parks. 
4. Every team is encouraged to participate.  Teams may add up to three (3) players to their 

roster from any team(s) in their local league that choose not to participate.  
5. USSSA will use a pool play / single elimination format.  Teams will play two pool games and then 

be seeded into a single elimination championship bracket.  All teams will play a minimum of three 
(3) games, weather permitting . 

6. Area Tournament Commitment Forms must be returned to the State Office with both Team 
Manager and League Chief Officer signatures by MAY 1ST. 

7. To obtain complete Area Tournament information including dates and itineraries, visit the Georgia 
USSSA Baseball state web site, www.gausssabaseball.com , “Area Tournaments” page. 

8. Leagues that choose not to host Area Tournaments are prohibited from entering teams in any 
Area Tournament.  

9. Area Tournament play begins MAY 15TH. 
 
 
SUB STATE TOURNAMENTS  
1. Sub State Tournament berth(s) will be awarded to each league in age divisions that meet the 

following registration requirements:  
�x  One (1) berth for age divisions registering three to four (3-4) teams; or 
�x  Two (2) berths for age divisions registering five to seven (5-7) teams; or 
�x  Three (3) berths for age divisions registering eight to eleven (8-11) teams; or 
�x  Four (4) berths for age divisions registering twelve (12) or more teams. 

2. All-Star Leagues will qualify All-Star teams comprised of players from the regular season teams 
within the local league.  Park Leagues will qualify teams that played in the regular season within 
the local league.   

3. USSSA will use a pool play / single elimination format.  Teams will play two (2) pool games then 
be seeded into a single elimination championship bracket.  All teams will play a minimum of three 
(3) games, weather permitting . 

4. Sub State Tournament Entry Forms must be returned to the State Office by JUNE 1ST. 
5. To obtain complete Sub State Tournament information including locations, dates, itineraries and 

Entry Forms, visit the Georgia USSSA Baseball state web site, www.gausssabaseball.com , 
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“Sub State Tournament” page. 
6. Sub State Tournament play begins JUNE 12TH. 

 
 

STATE CHAMPIONSHIPS  
1. There are no additional team entry fees for the State Championship.  
2. State Championship berths will be awarded to a minimum of the top three (3) teams from each 

Sub State Tournament.  
3. Teams MUST accept their State Championship berth immediately at the Sub State Tournament or 

the berth will be passed down. 
4. USSSA will use a double elimination format in its State Championships . 
5. State Championship Entry Forms are signed by the team manager at the Sub State Tournament 

and are processed by the Sub State Tournament Director.  
6. To obtain complete State Championship information including locations, dates and itineraries, visit 

the Georgia USSSA Baseball state web site, www.gausssabaseball.com , “State Championship” 
page. 

7. State Championship play begins JUNE 26TH. 
 
 
WORLD SERIES 
1. World Series berths will be awarded to the top 25% of teams based on the final standings of the 

State Championship.  
2. USSSA will use a pool play into double elimination format in its World Series.  Teams will play 

three (3) pool games then be seeded into a double elimination championship bracket or a single 
elimination consolation / friendship bracket.  All teams will play a minimum of five (5) games, 
weather permitting. 

3. To obtain complete World Series information including locations, dates, itineraries and Entry 
Forms, visit the Georgia USSSA Baseball state web site, www.gausssabaseball.com , “World 
Series” page. 

4. World Series play usually begins the second or third week in July.

QUALIFICATION GUIDEL INES:  Every team in every USSSA Sanctioned League is eligible and is encouraged to 
participate in the USSSA Area Tournaments  regardless of regular season record or standings.  Teams may pick-up (add) 
up to three (3) additional players to their team from any team(s) in their local league that choose not to participate.  
 

 

AREA TOURNAMENT FORMAT: Georgia USSSA Baseball will use a three (3) game guarantee format.  Pools will be 
seeded by USSSA Points.  All teams will play two (2) pool games then be seeded into the single elimination 
Championship Bracket.  The number of teams will dictate the exact format (e.g.; number of pools, quantity of teams in 
each pool, etc.). 
 

 

ENTRY PROCEDURES:  Your team’s completed Area Tournament Commitment Form containing both the Team Manager 
and League Chief Officer signatures must be received by the State Office BEFORE 6:00 PM, MAY 1, 2009 to guarantee 
participation.

The system will search for the player, if a match is found the player will automatically 
be added to your roster.  If no match is found, you will be prompted for the player’s 
demographic information.  
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9. In this scenario, no player match was found so you are prompted to enter the 

player’s demographic information.  Type in the required information and click 
the…Save Player button.   

 
NOTE:  USSSA never sells or distributes any personal information to any outside 

source. 
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10. Next, click the…View Team button to refresh the page.  You will now see the 

first player entered listed below the data entry fields.
